CLASSES

Hint. When felting your knitted items, keep in mind that the vertical part
of the garment felts more than the horizontal. Also the rate of shrinkage is
approximately 1/3 but........... darker colors felt faster and tighter (usually) than the
lighter colors. White should always be tested before you do the project as some
treated whites will not felt. (Icelandic is an exception as it felts when you look at
it...just kidding, but it does felt fast.)



Suzanne's Two Bits
Who are the People in Your Neighborhood?

I'm sure many of you remember that song from the early days of Sesame
Street about the baker, the grocer, the 'garbage man’; the wide variety of folks
that keep a community going? Some of you probably even remember when those
kinds of neighborhood enclaves still existed. Perhaps you have fond memories of
the corner drug store, with its ubiquitous soda-fountain, or the cinema, or the
little market that you could just ring-up with your order and the delivery boy would
bring it round to your door. And all of this within walking distance from your
house! These were places where you were recognized, where they greeted you by
name and knew your preferences. They knew that you'd go ‘ga-ga’ over the fresh
raspberries and that you liked your chocolate-malteds extra thick!

I remember just such a market, a place I used to frequent when I was
pregnant with my first child. There was a good meat department and a fine
produce section that was tended with great care by the green grocer. After my
son was born, I would always bring him shopping with me and all the staff would
"ooh and ahh" over him. He had been a preemie, and was quite tiny so I had been
admonished to monitor his growth rate; but we didn't own a scale. So, when I next
went to the market I thought little or nothing of inquiring of the fellows at the
meat counter if they wouldn't mind putting my sweet boy on their scales - which
they did happily and with great aplomb! It didn't occur to me to think of this as
strange until a few minutes later when I looked about me and registered four or
five burly butchers wearing blood-stained aprons and clutching cleavers, all
clustered around my little infant -- each grinning goofily, one gently chucking the
baby's chin, another holding out a big finger to be grasped by a tiny fist and all
applauding the stupendous 2 3 o0z. weight gain!

This was a sweet moment and it could only have happened at that market. It
would have been unthinkable to make such a request at the Super Stop & Shop just
up the street.

It is sad that the super-size, big-box enterprises are edging out the smaller
community shops. I don't know about you, but on the rare occasion when I do go to
one of these mass markets; I may feel a fleeting satisfaction at having saved a few
cents, but I do not feel good about the shopping experience. In these places, if I
am acknowledged at all, it is with a vacant expression and a vapid smile. T am just



one of the thousands, conversation is limited to "Debit or credit?" and "Paper or
plastic?”"—not even complete sentences!

We are fortunate, here in Vermont, to still have some of those old
neighborhood establishments; places such as Lisai's, Singleton's and Erskine's,
where they not only know their product but they know you too. Six Loose Ladies
isn't that old, but we are striving to be that kind of a place, where after you are
greeted, you can linger as long as you like, you can touch stuff, get help when you're
stuck, learn a new skill, be part of a “close-knit" community.

I had set out here to write an article about "buying local.” T fear I've
meandered a bit, so to make up for that; in future newsletters I will introduce you
to some of the people in our neighborhood, the local fiber producers who are
represented in our store.

Hot items

If you haven't knit the Sea Lettuce Scarf by Lucy Neatby, you may be the
only one who hasn't. The first two dozen patterns flew out our door!l Our shop
sample elves couldn't restrain themselves, and knit them in Alpaca/boucle,
Shaeffer yarn, Noro Silk Garden Lite to show you the variety you can achieve in
one pattern knit with different yarns!

We have a great sock yarn selection - Noro Kureyon, Cherry Tree Hill,
Online, Handpaint, Mt. Ascutney, Lanette, and rumors of Snowshoe alpaca sock
yarn to come. You can also use these yarns in combination with other yarns for
extra effect, or combine them for thicker socks. Try Online mixed with a Lanette
for a colorful, thicker sock! (Okay, they'll knit faster too because they're a bit
thicker, and they're washable.)

If you're a yarn voyeur, and want something you won't find in Chicago or
Denver, try our local yarns. We carry Vermont-origin yarns from Moonlit Meadows,
Parris Hill Alpaca, Mt. Ascutney Farm, Mt. Nickwauket farm, Land and Lamb, and
Underandover.

We also carry fantastic gift ideas made by local artisans. We have hand-
knit hats, clogs, and mittens, handwoven scarves, boundwoven rugs, runners, and
baskets, handmade rugs and quilts, pottery items, dichroic glass jewelry,
handcrafted scarf and shawl pins, baby shoes, little lambs, felted bowls, felted



critters, wall hangings, felted pins, and whimsical birdhouses. We are proud and
amazed at the creativity in our midst.

Store Happenings
Quilters Break All the Rules at 6 Loose Ladies

On the 3™ Sunday of each month, the studio at 6 Loose Ladies is in the hands of
the quilters. Are you imagining billowing yards of fabric and the hum of sewing
machines, while the afternoon sunlight flashes on the razor-sharp edges of the
rotary cutters? Picture instead a dozen women sketching kitchen utensils. Or
cutting designs from paint chips taken from local hardware stores under false
pretenses. Well yes, it felt somewhat strange to us too, and there was more than a
little nervous laughter as we labored over our portraits of strainers and spaghetti
tongs, but we have all decided that it is time to push beyond the tyranny of the %
inch seam. We are making art quilts. During the winter, we will meet each month
to learn new techniques such as photo transfer, thread painting, and embellishing
with everything from beads to found objects, and more important, to go beyond
the patterns and the rules to make pieces that are uniquely our own. Look for a
show of our work next spring!

Theme Times

Now that we have the use of the Salon (okay, formerly known as the back room),
we are extending an invitation to fiber folk to join us on Thursday nights and
Sunday afternoons for theme times. We are designating certain Thursdays (5-
9p.m.) and Sundays (noon-4p.m.) to certain fiber disciplines. Here goes:

1" Sunday and 1°" Thursday of the month - spinners galore. Come, bring your
fiber, wheel or drop spindle and spin away the hours!

2" Sunday and 2™ Thursday of the month - hookers in residence. Ladies,
bring your stuff and hook the night/afternoon away. You can be traditional or you
can punch, locker or latch, and rug braiders are more than welcome!

3" Sunday and 3™ Thursday of the month - quilters rule. Bring your fabric
and needles and share the camaraderie of other quilters.

4™ sunday and 4™ Thursday of the month - knitters and crochet fiends.
Haul that stash to the Salon and needle away the hours.

Don't think that you can't come if you don't pursue the craft of the day. Bring
anything you're working on and come anytime. You can always learn something new.
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In the Salon (back room) we have old issues from the 70's, 80's and 90's of
Fiber Arts, Shuttle, Spindle and Dyepot, Handwoven, Handweaver and Craftsman,
Weavers Journal, American Craft, and Quilter's Newsletter. There are a few
other assorted odd things there too. Feel free to come in and peruse them for
ideas and inspiration.

Spinners

Not to be outdone by the Quilters and their Art Quilt Workshops on their
theme days, spinners will have some interesting times on their theme days in 2009.
We will have a different fiber featured each month - with some for each person to
play with and hopefully someone who can talk about the animal and the fiber.
Fibers to be featured will include Icelandic, Navajo-churro, Ramboulliet, Shetland,
Border-Leicester.

The Northeast Handspinners Association (NHA) is a pan-New England
organization (serving Connecticut, Rhode Island, Massachusetts, Vermont, New
Hampshire, Maine, and New York) for the promotion and education of the art and
craft of handspinning. NHA provides a communications network for individuals and
groups, and gives handspinners the opportunity to share, learn, educate, compete,
and cooperate on a regional basis. NHA sponsors and supports events fo bring
spinners from the Northeastern states together, including workshops, open houses,
skein contests, grants to guilds and fairs, and scholarships. Their quarterly
newsletter, Spindles & Rovings, is our members' source of information on upcoming
events, spinning tips, articles and reports on what the NHA, guilds, and groups are
doing throughout the Northeast. The Gathering, a biennial weekend spinning
retreat that features the best in spinning classes with respected teachers from all
over the US and Canada, is held in even years. A biennial, one-day spinning Open
House is held in odd years. Venues for both events move around the Northeast.
